NOT SETTLING FOR THE WAYS OF THE WORLD

As people of God, we are called to live out of peace and mercy
that comes only from God; a peace and mercy that can thrive
amid obstacles. The temptation is to slip into the trap of settling
for the ways of the world. We can become jealous, envious, and
spiteful and become like wicked people trying to trip good
people. (Wis 2:12, 17-20). The lure is to become fixated on
tearing down and/or beating up on others with our words or
actions and in some odd way, giving us a false sense of
superiority. The scriptures call us to celebrate that God is more
significant than this. While evil tries to assault our intelligence,
we are called to constantly anchor ourselves in the Lord’s peace,

gentleness, compliance, mercy, and fruitfulness (Jas 3:16-4:3). St.

James charges that where jealousy and dishonor exist, there is
always disorder. When we are working to look up to God an
amazing peace and mercy exist. We are called not to settle for the
ways of the world but fight as God fights. We are charged with
being the least, to be last, to decrease while God increases. We
are called to be like a little child who is constantly dependent on
their parents (Mk 9:30-37). Being constantly dependent on God
makes it easier and easier to trust His guidance, in which we will
continuously find peace and mercy. We must not let ourselves be
entrapped by the ways of the world but be driven by the ways of

the Holy Spirit. s .
