Straighten Your Path

This Second Week of Advent, we meet the fire-and-brimstone
ministry of John the Baptist, who “went into all the region around
the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the
forgiveness of sins” (Luke 3:1-3). John was convinced that for the
coming Savior to lead believers to salvation, repentance and total
turning from sinful ways were essential. This spiritual conversion
would require turning away from any deep-seated resentments,
persistent fault-finding, unwillingness to forgive, dishonesty in
our dealings with others, unhealthy attachments, or even a
bullying attitude toward others. Spiritual conversion demands
naming our sins, asking for forgiveness, and turning ever more
toward the Lord. Luke reminds us that mountains of obstacles will
be made low, winding roads of wrong decisions will be made
straight and rough obstacles will be made smooth. St. Paul prays
for all those who have repented and turned toward the Lord, “that
the one who began the good work in you will continue to
complete it until the day of Christ Jesus” (Phil 1:6). Living out John
the Baptist’s call to straighten our paths requires us to avail
ourselves of naming our sins, turning from those sins, and asking
for the Lord’s generous mercy. This mercy will ever more prepare
us for the graces and the good works that God has in store for us

this Christmas.
