It is easy to fall into the illusion that our self-worth is tied to a
function. Just think when you meet someone for the first
time, it is common nature to try to figure out who that person
is by asking, “What do you do?”” Culturally, many people
relate their meaning and purpose (life) to what they do at
work and/or home (function). Jesus proposes another point of
view. As disciples of Jesus Christ, true “life” is not about
“making a living/what they did.” True “life” came from
living in and through Jesus Christ. Jesus reminds them, “Do
not work for food that perishes but for the food that endures
for eternal life” (Jn 6:26). Fame, fortune, prestige, and where
we live or work are all perishable. What does not perish is the
“food that endures™. Jesus puts it simply, “I am the bread of
life; whoever comes to me will never hunger, and whoever
believes in me will never thirst” (Jn. 7. 34). To truly feel
alive, to live alive, to live your life to the fullest means that
the Lord should constantly nourish us. For the Lord gives us
new life every time we pray, every time we adore the Lord in
Eucharistic Adoration, every time we care for those in need,
every time that we receive the Eucharist.
